Assessment Policy
Calendar:
The Gulf High School IB Program follows all annual deadlines published in the IBO’s Handbook of Procedures for the May session.  Teachers communicate to students the submission deadlines for their individual classes.  The faculty publishes due dates of Internal Assessments as well as major in-class assessments on Edmodo. 
The ManageBac system is used to inform students of IB deadlines and to allow the students to log their service hours and CAS projects.  The IB Guidance Counselor and CAS IB Coordinator use the system to inform students and parents about missing entries or requirements not met.
Classroom assessments are based on curriculum, course, or student specific academic needs.
World Language B and English A1 courses have an oral commentary and that IA process encompasses several consecutive days.  
The Biology HL IA requires more than one day to implement.  The additional testing time is communicated to all courses that are presented with a scheduling conflict.
The individual classroom teachers and the IB Coordinator establish due dates for the receipt of IAs, PGs, TOK papers, and EEs. 
Predicted Grades:
Each instructor considers the progress of the candidate in all parts of the course in the prediction.  Daily attendance, daily effort, class assessments, mock IB exams, and success on IAs serve as indicators of the student’s potential for success on the May IB exams and the overall generating of a predicted grade to be entered on IBIS.
Internal Assessment Grades Determined:
Internal Assessment grades are determined by application of the IB assessment criteria appropriate to each group.  If more than one instructor is involved, the teachers reach a consensus collaboratively.
The IB Coordinator posts all internal assessment grades on IBIS. They are verified and submitted on IBIS by the IB Coordinator.
Pasco County and the administration at Gulf High School require each teacher to develop and publish a course syllabus for every course taught.  Teachers require all students to return a copy of the syllabus with a parent or guardian signature. 
Additional Pasco County Guidelines:
Class grades are assigned based upon the adopted framework set forth by the District School Board of Pasco County in its Student Progression Plan.  Grades are maintained in an electronic web-based grading system.  myStudent is operated by the District’s Information Services department, grades are entered by teachers, and accessed at will by students and parents with credentials for user name and password. 
Policies regarding late work, work missed due to absences, and work missed due to school events are published in the student planner.  A copy this planner is provided to each student each year at an orientation meeting.  These are district wide policies.
Progress reports are issued four times per year, mid-quarter. Report cards are issued four times per year at the end of each nine-week grading period.
